Abstract. The article examines the essence of pedagogical technology as a
scientifically grounded system of actions that guarantees measurable results in
preschool education. The author distinguishes between personal pedagogical
experience and technology, arguing that algorithmic processes do not limit but
rather release the educator's creative potential. The study reveals key
contradictions in implementing innovations and emphasizes the role of reflection
in professional self-development. Special attention is paid to the transition from
spontaneous creativity to the conscious mastery of innovatics. The "Kindergarten
— House of Joy" system is presented as an example of a systematic technological
approach that combines scientific rigor with the individualization of the
upbringing process.

Abstract. The article examines the role of play as a foundational value in
early childhood and primary education amidst contemporary pressures of
schoolification, accountability, and digitalization. The authors draw a critical
distinction between "play" as a category of activity and "playfulness” as a
deliberate pedagogical stance. It introduces the research-informed SPARC
framework—consisting of five core qualities: Spontaneous, Purposeful, Active,
Relational, and Curious. Co-developed with children and educators, this
framework offers a way to restore core educational values within formal systems.
The paper argues that reclaiming pedagogical playfulness allows educators to
navigate modern curriculum demands while safeguarding child agency, holistic
development, and the joy of learning.

Introduction: Play, Values, and Contemporary Pressures

Play has long been recognised as a defining feature and foundational value
of early childhood education (Whitebread et al., 2012; Zosh et al., 2017;
Simoncini et al., 2025). Across curricula, policy frameworks, and professional
discourse, play is positioned as central to children’s learning, development,
wellbeing, and rights. Commitments to child-centredness, learner agency, holistic
development, and inclusion are frequently articulated through reference to play as
a preferred pedagogical approach. Research consistently demonstrates that play
provides a universal foundation for learning, helping children understand and
make sense of the world (Whitebread et al., 2012; Zosh et al., 2017; Walsh, 2017).
It supports holistic growth across social, emotional, cognitive, linguistic, and
physical domains (Severino et al., 2024; O’Sullivan & Ring, 2025), cultivates
curiosity, creativity, and problem-solving (Zosh et al., 2017), and enhances
wellbeing and resilience by offering safe spaces for emotional expression, risk-
taking, and relationship-building (Walsh, 2024; Dodd & Lester, 2021). Moreover,
play fosters inclusivity, bridging differences in culture, ability, and background,
and promoting a sense of belonging for all children (Walsh, 2022; Dowd &
Stjerne-Thomsen, 2021; Cullinane, 2020). However, while play continues to be
widely endorsed at the level of principle, its enactment within contemporary



educational contexts has become increasingly complex (Nicholson, 2018; Sproule
etal., 2021; Skovbjerg & Sand, 2022; O’Sullivan et al., 2025; Sitorus et al, 2025).

Early childhood practice is now shaped by intensifying pressures associated
with schoolification, accountability, standardised assessment, and digitalisation
(Wood, 2019; Bradbury, 2019). These conditions privilege measurable outcomes,
efficiency, and predictability, often sitting in tension with the relational,
exploratory, and uncertain nature of play. As a result, educators frequently
navigate contradictions between what early childhood education claims to value
and what is possible within performative systems. Play is not necessarily rejected,
but is often constrained, instrumentalised, or reshaped to align with external
expectations (Zosh et al., 2018; Jay and Knaus, 2018; Walsh et al, 2019;
Skovbjerg and Sand, 2022).

This paper argues that these tensions are best understood not simply as a
crisis of play, but as a challenge to sustaining core pedagogical values in practice.
It proposes that reclaiming playfulness, rather than merely defending play as an
activity, offers a productive way of restoring early childhood values within
contemporary realities. Drawing on empirical research from the ‘Playful Primary
Classrooms’ project, the paper introduces SPARC, a research-informed
framework, co-developed with children and educators that articulates the qualities
that render play experiences genuinely playful: spontaneity, purposefulness,
active engagement, relationality, and curiosity. By repositioning playfulness as a
deliberate, value-based pedagogical stance, the paper explores how early
childhood education can more authentically enact its core values while addressing
present realities and future prospects.

Play as a Core Pedagogical Value

Play occupies a distinctive position within early childhood education, functioning
not only as a pedagogical approach but as an expression of deeply held
educational values. Across theoretical traditions, play is understood as a primary
context for meaning-making, exploration, and social participation. Contemporary
research continues to affirm that play supports learning and development across
cognitive, social, emotional, linguistic, and physical domains, while fostering
curiosity, creativity, problem-solving, and resilience (Whitebread et al., 2012;
Zosh et al., 2017; Sitorus, et al., 2025; Ang et al., 2025 Severino et al., 2024;
O’Sullivan & Ring, 2025). Play also provides a safe context for risk-taking,
emotional expression, and relationship-building, while promoting inclusive
practices that transcend culture, ability, and background (Walsh, 2024; Dodd &
Lester, 2021; Walsh, 2022; Dowd & Stjerne-Thomsen, 2021; Cullinane, 2020).
These benefits illustrate how play operationalises early childhood values, not



merely as a pedagogical tool but as a vehicle for supporting children’s holistic
growth and wellbeing.

In this sense, the developmental benefits of play are inseparable from its role in
enacting core pedagogical values. By foregrounding children’s agency, play
positions them as active participants in their own learning, responding to their
interests, ideas, and ways of engaging with the world (California Department of
Education, 2021). It also carries moral and rights-based significance: Article 31
of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child (United Nations, 1989)
recognises play as essential to children’s wellbeing and cultural participation.
From this perspective, play is not simply an effective teaching strategy but a
reflection of how children are valued within education.

However, recognising play as a core value does not ensure its consistent
enactment. As children move through formal schooling, opportunities for playful
learning often diminish, revealing a growing gap between espoused values and
lived practice. Understanding this gap requires attention to the realities shaping
contemporary educational systems.

When Values Meet Reality: Constraints on Play

Despite widespread agreement on the value of play, research consistently
highlights the challenges of sustaining play-based or playful approaches within
formal educational contexts. As curricular demands, assessment pressures, and
accountability frameworks intensify, play is frequently repositioned as peripheral,
confined to specific times or spaces, or reframed as a reward rather than a
legitimate mode of learning (O’Sullivan et al., 2025). These shifts reflect enduring
play-work dichotomies in which play is constructed as the opposite of learning,
rather than as a sophisticated pedagogical process (Sproule, Walsh &
McGuinness, 2021).

Importantly, these challenges do not signal a loss of belief in play among
educators. Rather, they reflect the difficulty of sustaining values such as agency,
inclusion, and relationality within performative systems that prioritise control,
predictability, and measurable outcomes. In such contexts, play may remain
visible but increasingly constrained, becoming tightly structured, outcome-driven,
and time-limited (O’Sullivan et al., 2025; Haile and Ghirmai, 2024; Skovbjerg
and Sand, 2022, Walsh et al, 2019). Digitalisation further complicates this
landscape, offering new possibilities for creativity and collaboration while also
reinforcing surveillance and standardisation (Koczerga, 2024).

It is within this space of tension that a critical distinction emerges: the presence
of play does not guarantee the presence of playfulness.

From Play to Pedagogical Playfulness: Reclaiming Core Values



Although play is often assumed to be inherently playful, this equivalence cannot
be taken for granted. Play refers to a category of activity, whereas playfulness
describes an experiential, relational stance characterised by curiosity, openness,
spontaneity, and emotional engagement (Sproule et al., 2021). Although play is
frequently associated with playfulness, this quality is not inherent in all play
experiences; playfulness does not reside within an activity itself but emerges
through how pedagogical encounters are designed, mediated, and experienced. In
contemporary classrooms, play can lose its playful qualities when it becomes
overly scripted, tightly controlled, or instrumentalised to meet predefined
outcomes. Activities may retain the outward appearance of play while offering
limited scope for exploration, imagination, or agency. Conversely, playfulness
can be present within activities not typically labelled as play when educators adopt
flexible, responsive, and relational approaches (Sproule et al., 2021).
Recognising this distinction highlights why simply increasing the amount of play
does not guarantee more meaningful experiences. Research shows that when
playfulness is infused in practice, children benefit in multiple ways: relationships
are strengthened, as playful interactions reduce hierarchical pressures and build
trust creativity and problem-solving are enhanced, with children more willing to
take risks and explore ideas; and engagement deepens, as playful approaches
foster immersion, motivation, and persistence (Sproule et al., 2021; Neorgard,
Toft-Nielsen & Whitton, 2017). These findings underscore the experiential,
affective, and relational dimensions of playfulness, reinforcing its value as a
deliberate pedagogical stance that shapes not just what children learn, but how
they experience learning (Holflod, 2022).

Recent scholarship has therefore advocated for embracing pedagogical
playfulness as a deliberate, value-based approach (Sproule et al., 2021).
Reclaiming playfulness in practice involves intentionally reinjecting the qualities
that give play (and learning, more generally) its vitality: allowing space for
spontaneity, responding to children’s ideas, and prioritising relational connection
over task completion. This approach legitimises uncertainty, supports relational
trust, and affirms children’s agency, even within structured learning
environments. As Karoff (2013) notes, playfulness is experienced as immersion,
intensity, and joy, shaping how learning feels rather than simply what is taught.
To explore how these principles of pedagogical playfulness unfold in everyday
classrooms, the ‘Playful Primary Classrooms’ project examined children’s and
teachers’ experiences of playful learning in the early years of primary education.
SPARC: A Values-Driven Lens for Playfulness

The Playful Primary Classrooms project (Walsh et al., 2026a & Walsh et al.,
2026b — in press) explored how playfulness is understood and enacted across the



whole primary school context. For the purposes of this paper, we focus on
findings from the early years (ages 4-8), drawing on the perspectives of children
and teachers in this age group. One of its central contributions is the SPARC
framework, a research-informed, practice-facing tool that articulates the qualities
that make play genuinely playful:
« Spontaneous: enabling choice, flexibility, and responsiveness
o “i.... She let’s us choose what we want to play with” (FS boy)
« Purposeful: connecting playful engagement to meaningful learning goals
“I find 1t’s all about making your play purposeful. You know,
it’s 100% free play, absolutely. But it’s just making sure that
you’re not playing for play’s sake. It needs to be purposeful,
where you’re embedding real learning into it.” (Teacher 3)
. Active: encouraging embodied, participatory involvement
“I like to play on the swing outside. I like to play on the trim trail”
(FS boy)
o “Playing with my chrome book makes my brain go into super
power” (KS1 boy)
. Relational: fostering trust, collaboration, and social connection
“Playing with my friends makes play so much fun” (FS girl)
« Curious: supporting inquiry, exploration, and imaginative thinking
o [Being playful} “allows me to use my imagination” (KS1 girl)
o Playful play “allows me to find out how things work and why - like
my dad's engine in his car — it makes me wonder why?”” (KS1 boy)
SPARC reframes playfulness as a deliberate, values-driven pedagogical stance,
rather than a property of specific activities or a ‘fun add-on.” By highlighting these
qualities, the framework provides teachers with a shared language for
understanding, reflecting on, and enhancing the value-rich dimensions of
‘playful’ play, ensuring that classroom practices support engagement, agency, and
meaningful interaction.
Importantly, SPARC emerged from the combined insights of children and
educators. Children’s experience of agency, curiosity, and relational enjoyment,
were central to shaping the framework, ensuring that playfulness reflects shared
values across the classroom, not just adult intentions. In this way, SPARC
functions as both a conceptual lens and a practical guide, bridging research,
theory, and everyday classroom life, while keeping pedagogical values at the
heart.
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“It gets all the children, no matter what their ability, involved.” (Teacher 6,

FG2)

Reclaiming Playfulness in Play: Values at the Heart of Education

SPARC provides a framework for understanding playfulness as a deliberate,
values-driven pedagogical stance. Its elements - Spontaneous, Purposeful, Active,
Relational, and Curious - reflect core educational commitments about what
learning is for and how children are positioned as learners. Viewed through this
lens, playfulness is not just a pedagogical technique, but an ethical approach that
aligns children’s lived experiences with teachers’ professional commitments.
Building on these values, reigniting SPARC in play ensures that every child can
participate fully, engage deeply, and flourish creatively and socially. This requires
more than occasional playful activities; it entails designing conditions that allow
SPARC’s values to flourish in practice:

Children explore with agency, pursuing their own questions and ideas.
Playful experiences are purposeful, connecting engagement to meaningful
learning.

Engagement is active, embodied, and participatory, supporting multiple
ways of knowing.

Social interactions are relationally rich, nurturing collaboration, trust, and
emotional safety.

Curiosity and imagination are encouraged, enabling inquiry and valuing
difference.



Teachers, therefore, act as co-participants, playful, responsive, and attuned to
children’s interests, while open-ended spaces, authentic materials, and
collaborative peer relationships provide the structural and affective scaffolding
needed for playfulness to thrive.
By reinjecting SPARC into play through this values-driven lens, play reclaims its
full pedagogical power. It becomes not merely a vehicle for acquiring knowledge,
but a holistic mode of being, relating, and knowing, one that simultaneously
nurtures creativity, supports cognitive and emotional development, and restores
joy, agency, and ethical engagement at the heart of learning.
Looking forward, reclaiming playfulness offers a hopeful prospect for early
childhood education. It enables educators to navigate contemporary pressures
without relinquishing core values, supporting pedagogies that are rigorous,
relational, and joyful. By shifting attention from defending play as an activity to
designing for playfulness, early childhood education can move beyond reactive
debates and towards value-led professional practice that shapes both present
learning and future prospects.

Abstract. Assistive technology (AT) is a critical enabler of participation
and inclusion for children and adults with disabilities. Its impact is strongest when
accessed early in life. In early childhood, AT supports communication, mobility,
learning, and social engagement. Yet, many children do not receive the supports
they need due to systems coordination challenges, limited awareness, and the need
to develop professional capacity. This article provides an overview of AT for
policymakers and practitioners. It draws on international evidence and
Kazakhstan’s recent AT ecosystem assessment. The article highlights early
childhood participation, systemic barriers, and practical policy solutions. It
emphasises that early provision of AT is foundational to inclusive societies.

1. Introduction

Participation in play, communication, and early learning is essential for all
children. For children with disabilities, participation is often limited not by their
abilities, but by the supports available to them. Assistive technology (AT)
provides these supports. AT is more than equipment or devices; it is a foundation
for engagement, learning, and social inclusion. In the early years, access to AT
can determine whether children can explore their environment, communicate their
needs, and build relationships. Without it, opportunities for development can be
delayed, creating long-term gaps in participation and learning. Botelho (2021)
emphasizes that AT enables children not only to access educational content but
also to participate in family life, social activities, and daily routines, all of which
are foundational to lifelong development.

In Kazakhstan, these issues present important opportunities for
development. National assessments show that while progress has been made,
many children under seven with special needs would benefit from more
systematic AT support to enhance their participation in early learning and social
engagement. The UNICEF-supported assessment by Desideri & Agius (2025)
highlighted gaps and opportunities across early childhood, primary, and



secondary education. The report notes that children often face barriers to
participation, not because of their abilities, but because systems do not provide
the right supports. By using Kazakhstan as a case example, this article illustrates
the systemic challenges and opportunities for early AT provision, while also
drawing on global evidence to provide guidance for policy and practice.

Early childhood is a critical period. Supports provided during this stage
shape lifelong participation. Kazakhstan has taken important steps to address
service development needs, with opportunities to strengthen service coordination,
expand device access, and enhance professional capacity through ongoing
investment. This article positions AT as a core enabler of participation and
inclusion, highlighting how early provision, systemic planning, and capacity
building can transform children’s experiences. It provides an accessible guide for
policymakers, educators, and practitioners, showing practical steps to strengthen
AT systems and ensure meaningful participation from the earliest years.

2. What Is Assistive Technology in Early Childhood?

AT includes products and services that maintain or improve functioning
and participation. These range from low-tech tools to complex digital devices
(WHO & UNICEF, 2022). Examples of AT in early childhood include:

. Communication supports: picture exchange systems or communication
boards for choice-making.

« Mobility aids: adapted seating or walkers for independent movement.

. Engagement tools: switch-adapted toys for cause-and-effect learning.

. Sensory supports: high-contrast or auditory cues to facilitate access to
activities.

These supports enable meaningful participation and inclusion. AT is not an
optional extra; it is a key determinant of whether children can engage fully in
learning, social interaction, and play. In practical terms, AT allows a child to
express choices, join group activities, access educational content, and interact
with peers and caregivers on an equal basis. Without AT, children may be
physically present but excluded from meaningful engagement. By providing the
right technology in the early years, the conditions for independence, confidence,
and active participation are created, thus setting the stage for lifelong inclusion
and learning. Botelho (2021) underscores that children who grow with appropriate
AT are more likely to develop social, cognitive, and functional skills that persist
throughout life.

The importance of early provision cannot be overstated. Early intervention
ensures that AT supports critical developmental windows, particularly in



communication, cognition, and social-emotional skills. Delays in provision can
have long-term consequences, making later inclusion more challenging.
3. Assistive Technology and Participation in Early Years

Participation is more than mere presence. It means actively engaging in
learning, communication, social interaction, and play. For children with
disabilities, AT is often the bridge that makes participation possible. Without AT,
children may attend school or early learning environments but remain passive
observers, unable to communicate choices, join group activities, or access
educational content fully.

Early childhood is a particularly sensitive period. When children receive
appropriate AT at this stage, it supports the development of communication,
cognitive, motor, and social skills. For example, a child with limited verbal skills
using a picture exchange system or a speech-generating device can initiate
interaction with peers and educators, request preferred activities, and participate
in decision-making. Mobility aids, adapted seating, or standing frames allow
children to move independently in classrooms or playgrounds, joining games and
social play. Switch-adapted toys and sensory supports enable children with
physical or sensory differences to explore cause-and-effect learning, a key
building block for cognitive development (Hunt, 2021).

Kazakhstan provides emerging examples of AT supporting early
participation. Regional early intervention teams have begun assessing children
under seven, identifying needs for communication, mobility, and sensory
supports. Once devices are recommended, educators and therapists work with
families to embed their use into daily routines at home and school. This approach
transforms a child’s experience: rather than being an observer, the child becomes
an active participant in group learning, play, and daily routines (Desideri & Agius,
2025).

Botelho (2021) highlights that children require ongoing AT adjustments as
they grow, emphasizing the importance of sustained monitoring and service
support. Evidence shows that early provision of AT can prevent exclusion before
it begins. Hunt (2021) notes that children who access AT before school age
demonstrate higher engagement, increased independence, and improved social
interactions compared with children who receive devices later. AT is most
effective when embedded in play, learning, and communication opportunities,
rather than being used in isolation.

In summary, AT in early childhood is not merely supportive; it is
transformative. It allows children to participate in learning and social life on an



equal basis with peers. Providing AT early ensures that children develop skills,
confidence, and social connections that form the foundation for lifelong inclusion.
4. Global and Regional AT Access

Globally, 2.5 billion people need assistive technology, yet access is limited.
Only 10% of those who need AT receive it, and the gap is most pronounced for
children and young people (WHO & UNICEF, 2022).

In Eastern Europe and Central Asia, the situation is particularly concerning.
Up to 75% of children with disabilities are excluded from inclusive education,
often due to a lack of AT, inaccessible learning environments, or limited
professional capacity (UNICEF, 2019). Kazakhstan exemplifies these regional
challenges. National data indicate that the number of children with special needs
increased from 153,230 in 2019 to 161,826 by 2021, with 5,641 children under
age three, highlighting the scale of early childhood support needs. (Toleshova et
al., 2024) Some mainstream schools are working to expand their capacity for AT
implementation through increased access to devices, digital supports, and staff
training. Rural areas present particular development opportunities where targeted
investment could significantly enhance service reach. As the system continues to
evolve from responsive provision toward more proactive, systematic assessment
and follow-up processes, these investments will strengthen service quality and
consistency (Desideri & Agius, 2025).

Without timely AT provision, children may experience delayed language
development, reduced social engagement, and limited access to learning
opportunities. In many contexts globally, families navigate complex pathways to
access devices and services. Enhanced system coordination can ensure early
support, upholding children's rights to education and full participation.

5. Kazakhstan’s Early Childhood AT Ecosystem

The Desideri & Agius (2025) report provides a detailed assessment of
Kazakhstan's AT landscape, documenting both significant achievements and
priority areas for continued development. Firstly, policy frameworks are
established and evolving. Inclusive education legislation mandates support for
children with disabilities, with ongoing work to more fully integrate early
childhood AT into national strategies to reach younger children systematically.
Furthermore, professional capacity is developing. Training initiatives are
underway, including the Orleu platform AT course which has engaged 14,000
teachers since December 2024. Continued investment in assessment and
implementation training will strengthen consistency of provision across all
regions.



Device access is beginning to expand. While urban centers have made some
progress, rural and smaller urban areas present priority opportunities for enhanced
resource allocation to ensure equitable access. Streamlining assessment-to-
provision pathways and strengthening follow-up systems remain important
objectives. Finally, early identification systems are strengthening. Building on
existing infrastructure, enhanced screening protocols for children under seven,
particularly those under three, will ensure timely support during critical
developmental periods.

Recent initiatives demonstrate Kazakhstan's commitment to AT capacity
building, notably the Orleu platform introductory AT course which has
successfully engaged 14,000 teachers since its December 2024 launch. This
strong initial uptake provides a foundation for expanded professional
development efforts across all regions and education levels. As digital
infrastructure continues to develop, priority attention to rural and lower-income
communities will ensure equitable access. The growing number of children with
special needs, including 5,641 children under age three, presents both a challenge
and an opportunity to strengthen service systems. These trends highlight the
importance of continued investment in aligning policy frameworks with enhanced
service delivery capacity.

6. Early Identification and Intervention

Early identification and intervention are critical to the effectiveness of AT.
Evidence demonstrates that children who receive assessment and AT support in
the first years of life show improved communication, social skills, and academic
readiness. Key strategies include:

« Universal screening: routine developmental and functional assessments for
all children under age three.

« Integrated referral systems: linking health, early intervention, and
education services to identify AT needs rapidly.

. Family-centered planning: engaging parents and caregivers in device
selection, training, and embedding AT into daily routines.

. Professional capacity building: training educators, therapists, and pediatric
specialists in early childhood AT assessment and implementation.

In Kazakhstan, early intervention services are established in major urban
centers, with expansion efforts underway to strengthen coverage, particularly for
children under three. Desideri & Agius (2025) identify this as a priority
development area; for these children, enhanced systematic assessment protocols
would ensure timely AT provision during critical developmental windows,
maximizing children's participation in early learning and social environments.



Botelho (2021) highlights that AT for children must be dynamic, adapting
to growth and developmental change, reinforcing the need for ongoing follow-up
and professional engagement. Embedding AT within early childhood services
ensures children receive holistic, timely, and contextually appropriate support,
transforming their ability to engage and learn from the earliest stages of
development.

7. Policy and Practice Recommendations

To improve AT access and participation in Kazakhstan, the following
measures are recommended:

1. Strengthen national policies and early childhood strategies: Include AT
provision explicitly in early childhood legislation and strategic plans, with
clear targets for children under three.

2. Invest in workforce development: Train educators, therapists, and health
professionals in AT assessment, device selection, and embedding supports
into daily routines.

3. Ensure equitable access: Establish regional distribution systems and
funding mechanisms to guarantee that all children, including those in rural
areas, have access to essential devices.

4. Develop integrated services: Link health, education, and social services to
create one-stop pathways for early identification and AT provision.

5. Capacity building through technology platforms: Expand initiatives like the
Orleu AT course, ensuring teachers, therapists, and parents can access
training and resources.

6. Monitor and evaluate implementation: Collect data on device distribution,
usage, and participation outcomes to inform ongoing policy decisions.

7. Promote awareness and advocacy: Engage policymakers, communities, and
families to recognise AT as a rights-based strategy essential to inclusion
and participation.

These recommendations aim to support Kazakhstan's evolution toward a
more systematic, proactive AT ecosystem. Botelho (2021) supports this approach,
highlighting that systemic, ongoing support is required to address the dynamic
developmental needs of children as they grow.

8. Conclusion

Assistive technology is foundational for participation and inclusion,
particularly in early childhood. Kazakhstan has demonstrated strong commitment
through ministerial leadership, comprehensive needs assessment (Desideri &
Agius, 2025), and innovative capacity-building initiatives such as the Orleu
platform. Building on these foundations, continued strategic investment and



system strengthening will ensure young children across all regions, including rural
and under-resourced areas, receive the AT supports essential for full participation.

By comparing international
practices, such as the UK’s "Forest School" and Kazakhstan’s year-round outdoor
learning, the paper demonstrates how combining environmental connection with
technological advancement fosters holistic development. The conclusion
emphasizes that a synergy of cultural heritage and digital innovation is essential
for nurturing resilient, technologically literate future generations.

Introduction. The concept of play in Early Childhood Care and Education
(ECCE) has undergone a profound transformation, evolving from a mere leisure
activity into a fundamental cognitive tool. As Albert Einstein famously noted:
"Play is the highest form of research.” Although this sentiment is rooted in the
past, its significance remains undiminished today. Consequently, it is reflected in
modern pedagogical frameworks, where play is recognized as the primary
mechanism through which children systematize their understanding of the world.
Integrating play-based learning is not merely an educational choice but a
necessary condition for holistic development, encompassing cognitive, social,
emotional, and physical domains.

In the modern educational landscape, the gap between traditional "natural” play
and "digital" play is increasingly being bridged through a hybrid approach. This
article examines the use of natural materials and traditional cultural practices
alongside advanced mini-robots and STEM-based methodologies. From the use
of simple materials in play activities to the application of multi-functional toys



and mini-robots—qguided by educational strategies rooted in cultural values and
inclusion—we can observe the evolution of global trends.

The Multidimensional Impact of Play on Development

Scientific research consistently demonstrates that play-based activities play a
crucial role in stimulating brain activity and developing critical thinking.
Cognitive growth occurs through problem-solving tasks inherent in play, allowing
children to process complex information in a safe environment. Furthermore,
collaborative play serves as a laboratory for social and emotional development.
Through these interactions, children master empathy, negotiation, and self-
regulation.

Beyond cognitive and social metrics, play is the foundation of physical well-
being. Specifically, outdoor learning environments are essential for refining gross
and fine motor skills. These activities also foster language and literacy as children
narrate scenarios from their imagination and enrich their vocabulary while
interacting with peers. Ultimately, play serves as a tool for total integration; as
Maria Montessori observed, it is "the child's work," transforming daily
experiences into meaningful educational milestones. ...Scientific research
consistently demonstrates that play-based activities play a crucial role in
stimulating brain activity and developing critical thinking. As Professor Glenda
Walsh emphasizes, 'Playful learning is not just about having fun; it is a complex
pedagogical process where the adult’s role is to scaffold the child’s natural
curiosity into higher-level thinking' (Walsh et al., 2011). This perspective
reinforces that cognitive growth occurs through problem-solving tasks inherent in
play...

The Natural Environment as a Primary Pedagogical Tool

A vital aspect of modern ECCE is the belief that true education begins under the
open sky. A prime example is the "Forest School" philosophy in the United
Kingdom. Observations at Moulsecoomb Primary School in the UK demonstrate
a model where the natural environment serves as the primary learning platform.
In this context, activities such as playing with mud or climbing trees are not
merely recreation but the core of the curriculum.

Such nature-based activities are vital for building physiological resilience and
risk-assessment skills. By navigating physical obstacles in a forest or garden
setting, children develop self-protection mechanisms and learn to manage
failure—skills that translate directly to academic and social challenges.
Kazakhstan has also embraced this approach by implementing year-round outdoor
play, ensuring children's physical health and a deep connection with the
environment regardless of weather conditions.

The Foundation of "Ethno-STEM": Blending Tradition and Modernity



One of the most innovative developments in Kazakhstani pedagogy is the "Ethno-
STEM" approach. This methodology integrates traditional cultural artifacts with
modern Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM) principles.
A striking example is "Asyk Therapy,” where painted asyks (sheep bones)—a
staple of nomadic heritage—are used as didactic tools to teach mathematics,
logical sequencing, and color classification from an early age.

Furthermore, Kazakhstani educators have modernized standard sensory "busy
boards" by incorporating traditional elements such as "bau-shu™ (hand-woven felt
ropes) and national ornaments. These tools serve a dual purpose: they develop
fine motor skills and tactile sensitivity while fostering national identity. By
engaging in felt-making and the precision cutting of national patterns, children
participate in the "Engineering"” and "Mathematics" components of STEM in a
culturally relevant way. This integration ensures that the development of manual
dexterity is closely linked to the growth of intelligence and emotional stability.
Technological Integration: From Animation Studios to Mini-Robots

As we step into the digital age, the form of play has evolved to include
sophisticated technological tools. The emergence of animation studios in
preschools marks a shift from passive storytelling to immersive exploration. By
applying STEM principles to classic fairy tales like "The Three Little Pigs,"
children transform abstract concepts into practical experiments, enhancing their
abilities as researchers and creators.

The most significant recent breakthrough in pedagogical practice is the
introduction of mini-robots, such as the Pio series and Maya . These are viewed
not merely as gadgets but as sophisticated developmental partners. Pio robots are
particularly transformative for inclusive education . For children with
neurodivergent needs or physical disabilities, these robots provide predictable,
non-judgmental feedback that may be lacking in human interaction. By
programming these robots to navigate mazes, children develop basic coding logic,
cause-and-effect reasoning, and fine motor skills. This technological experience
is vital for ensuring children keep pace with rapid scientific advancements and for
fostering the initiative and independence required for the future. "...Pio robots are
particularly transformative for inclusive education. As researcher May Agius
highlights in her work on clinical technologies, the integration of structured
technological tools provides a ‘scaffolded’ environment that reduces
communicative anxiety for children with complex needs (Agius & Vance, 2016).

Professional Innovation and Digital Transformation



The transition to a high-tech, play-based curriculum is supported by large-scale
institutional digital transformation. In Kazakhstan, according to national
directives, the digitalization of the preschool sector includes a strategic plan for
7,500 educators to master Artificial Intelligence (Al) and enhance their digital
competencies between 2024 and 2026. This initiative aims to raise the quality of
education by empowering teachers to become creators in the digital space.
Additionally, there is a growing trend of “pedagogical intellectual property."
Educators are increasingly patenting original educational games and
methodologies, reflecting the professionalization of play-based research. This
trend highlights that while the form of toys changes—from sticks and stones to
robots and Al—the essence of play as a constant phenomenon of human nature
remains unchanged.
Conclusion
The evolution of play from natural materials to mini-robots does not represent a
replacement of traditional values, but rather a sophisticated expansion of the
pedagogical toolkit. Whether a child is building a dam out of sticks or
programming a Pio robot, the underlying cognitive processes—exploration,
mastery, and resilience—remain the same.
A comparative review of experiences in the UK and Kazakhstan shows that a
hybrid approach —a model that values environmental connection, cultural
heritage through "Ethno-STEM," and advanced robotics—is most effective for
early childhood development. Our role as educators and researchers is to provide
the full spectrum of these tools to ensure no child, especially those in inclusive
environments, is left behind in the rapid race toward the future. By prioritizing
emotional well-being as a catalyst for academic progress and integrating hands-
on exercises into all activities, we nurture a generation that is both technologically
literate and emotionally resilient.

Abstract. The article examines the process of institutionalizing a system
for independent quality assessment of early childhood education in the Republic
of Kazakhstan through the prism of the activities of a Self-Regulating
Organization (SRO). It presents an analysis of the development of a National
Quality Assessment Model based on a value-oriented approach and a synthesis of
international scales (OECD, NAEYC, ECERS, PAS). The structure of the pilot
project implemented in the Almaty region (2025-2026) is described in detail,
along with an innovative four-level quality assessment scale for preschool
organizations aimed at stimulating the professional growth of private preschool
organizations.

Introduction: A Paradigm Shift in Quality Management

The current stage of development of preschool education in the Republic of
Kazakhstan is characterized by a fundamental transition from the extensive
growth of the network to the intensive improvement of the quality of services
provided. Over the past decade, thanks to public-private partnership (PPP)
mechanisms and the introduction of per-capita funding, the private sector has
become a key driver in ensuring the accessibility of preschool education.
However, the rapid quantitative expansion of the market has highlighted the
problem of heterogeneous quality in the educational environment and
management processes within private preschool organizations.

This process began in 2010 with the launch of the “Balapan” program, when the
state first recognized the private sector as an equal partner. The personal
experience of our team, which opened the first “Erkem-Ai” kindergarten in 2009
in the Almaty region and stood at the origins of the market’s formation, allows us
to assert: the public-private partnership (PPP) mechanism has become the main
driver of educational accessibility. Statistics confirm the scale of this success.
Kazakhstan has become a leader in Central Asia in social investments: about 70%
of all PPP projects are social, and the share of private preschool organizations has
reached 49% (more than 5,5 thousand preschool organizations).

The enrollment of children aged 3-6 years is 98.7%. However, having solved the
task of quantitative coverage (“building walls”), the industry faced the challenge
of qualitative heterogeneity. International measurements (ECERS-3) record an



average quality level at 3.1 points, which requires systemic changes. The
traditional model of state control, based primarily on supervisory functions and
checking documentary compliance with legal acts, has exhausted its resource of
effectiveness in a dynamically developing market.
There was an urgent need to create a tool that would not simply record violations
but set a vector for professional development, form a culture of quality, and be
based on trust between the state, business, and the parental community. As a
result, a demand arose for a tool that would:

e set a unified professional quality standard for the sector;

e stimulate development, rather than just identifying non-conformities;

e increase the trust of parents and society through transparent criteria;

e strengthen the partnership model of interaction between the state and the

private sector.

The response to this challenge was the creation in 2025 of the first specialized
Self-Regulating Organization (SRO) “Asyl Urpaqg” in the field of preschool
education, whose activities were coordinated with the Ministry of Education of
the Republic of Kazakhstan. This event marked the beginning of the transition
from a state monopoly on quality assessment to a model of professional
community responsibility. The first constituent congress of the SRO, held in
Astana with the participation of strategic partners - the United Nations Children’s
Fund (UNICEF), the Institute of Early Childhood Development, and leading
specialized associations in education - defined the mission of the new structure:
creating a safe, developing, and value-oriented environment for every child
through the implementation of unified national quality standards.
Methodological Foundations of the National Assessment Model
The key result of the first stage of the SRO’s work was the development of the
National Quality Assessment Model for private preschool organizations as the
basis for independent professional accreditation. When designing the model, it
was fundamentally important to avoid creating “yet another bureaucratic
superstructure”. The model was conceived as a development tool that measures
not only conditions (infrastructure) but also process quality: teacher-child
interaction, psychological climate, family involvement, managerial maturity, and
the quality of internal safety procedures.
The methodological foundation of the Model is based on a synthesis of the best
world practices and their adaptation to the Kazakhstani socio-cultural context. The
development was based on the approaches of four leading international systems:

e OECD Early Childhood Education and Care Quality Framework (2018):

orientation towards process quality and the well-being of the child.



e NAEYC (National Association for the Education of Young Children,
USA): standards emphasizing relationships, the curriculum, and
partnership with the family.

e ECERS (Early Childhood Environment Rating Scale): scales for assessing
the educational environment.

e PAS (Program Administration Scale): tools for assessing leadership and
management.

This synthesis allowed for the formation of a value framework where the child is
at the center, and all processes - from financial management to the organization
of meals - are viewed through the prism of their influence on the development and
safety of the child.

Architecture of Standards: Six Dimensions of Quality

The developed model is structured into six key standards, each of which has its
own weight in the final assessment. This structure allows for a balance of
managers’ attention between economic activities and the pedagogical process.
Standard 1: Quality of Upbringing, Educational Process, and Child
Development (Weight: 25%0) This is the core of our model. The standard focuses
on the implementation of the Model Curriculum content but evaluates it
substantively rather than formally. Key indicators include:

e Psycho-pedagogical support for socialization and individualization of child
development;

e Use of play as the leading method of learning;

e Integration of national values into the educational process. We pay special
attention to fostering patriotism, love for the Motherland (Otan),
development of the state language, and introduction to the culture of
Kazakhstan;

e Presence of inclusive practices and support for children with special
educational needs;

e Individualization.

Standard 2: Quality of Leadership and Management (Weight: 20%o)
Education quality is impossible without quality management. The standard
assesses strategic leadership, transparency and accountability, risk management,
ethical culture, and the digital maturity of management processes. The transition
from a “management as administration” model to a “management as leadership”
model is seen as a condition for sustainable quality and safety.

Standard 3: Protection, Support, and Well-being of Children (Weight: 20%0)
In the face of modern risks, safety comes to the fore. The standard covers a wide
range of issues: from anti-terrorist protection and fire safety to psychological
comfort. For the first time, the accreditation criteria include strict indicators for



bullying prevention, protection from all forms of violence, and ensuring
emotional well-being. The organization of high-quality, balanced nutrition and
medical services is also assessed in detail. Child well-being is an absolute priority.
Standard 4: Material, Technical, and Infrastructural Provision (Weight:
15%) We view the environment as the “third teacher”. The assessment goes
beyond sanitary rules (although compliance with them is mandatory). SRO
experts analyze how the group space is zoned, accessible to children, and
equipped with developmental materials. The environment should provoke
cognitive activity, be transformable, and aesthetic.

Standard 5: Professional Development and Staff Stability (Weight: 10%6) The
standard aims to reduce the risks of staff turnover and “manual quality”. It
evaluates the existence of a system for continuous professional development
(CPD), mentoring, adaptation of new employees, motivation, and retention
mechanisms. The link between staff stability and the quality of adult-child
interaction is emphasized.

Standard 6: Quality Management and Innovation (Weight: 10%) An
organization’s capacity for self-reflection is a sign of maturity. The standard
assesses the presence of internal monitoring systems, the team’s ability to work
with data (data-driven decision making), as well as the implementation of
innovative pedagogical technologies and the dissemination of best practices
within the professional community.

Innovative Evaluation System: From Control to Development

The fundamental novelty of the developed system is the rejection of binary
assessment (“compliant / non-compliant™) in favor of a four-level maturity scale.
We did not need a single “equalizing” scale; we came to understand the need for
a differentiated approach that motivates growth. Based on the results of the audit,
the organization receives a final score that determines its level and accreditation
period:

o “Developing” Level (Scores: 1.00 - 1.99) This level represents
organizations at the initial stage of establishing a quality system.
Management processes are fragmentary, and pedagogical innovations are
implemented only sporadically. Instead of punitive measures, the
organization is granted Conditional Accreditation for a period of 1 year. A
mandatory requirement is the development and execution of a foundational
Action Plan for improvements under the close mentorship of SRO experts.

o “Progressing” Level (Scores: 2.00 - 2.74) At this stage, the main
operational processes are defined, but their coordination requires further
strengthening. There is visible positive dynamics and a burgeoning
analytical culture, though internal self-assessments are not yet fully



systematic. To encourage this progress, the organization receives
Accreditation for a period of 2 years (provisional). The mandatory Action
Plan at this level focuses on the synchronization of pedagogical and
management processes to reach full stability.

o “Established” Level (Scores: 2.75 - 3.49) This is the “golden middle” and
the standard for the market. The quality system functions reliably, ensuring
consistent staff stability and a high level of safety for all children. The
organization demonstrates true professional maturity. Consequently, these
kindergartens are granted Full Accreditation for a period of 3 years.

o “Exemplary” Level (Scores: 3.50 and above) These organizations are
recognized as industry leaders. They not only provide reference-quality
services but also actively broadcast their expertise, serving as a practice
base for others and contributing to the development of national
methodological manuals. They demonstrate high innovation activity and
strong leadership within the professional community. For such excellence,
the Accreditation period is extended to 5 years.

This approach changes the psychology of managers: the inspection is perceived
not as a threat but as an independent audit that helps identify points of growth.
Pilot Project in Almaty Region: Implementation Progress and Interim
Results

Practical testing of the National Model is being carried out within the framework
of a pilot project in the Almaty region. The choice of the region is due to the high
concentration of private preschool organizations and the diversity of their types
(from large complexes to small-scale kindergartens). The pilot project was
launched in 2025 and will last until August 2026. At the current stage, we have
conducted a series of training seminars for managers of private preschool
organizations.

Preliminary observations and conclusions: First, the self-assessment tool
showed high diagnostic value. Many managers for the first time saw the gap
between their own perception of quality and the real state of affairs, especially
regarding pedagogical interaction and environmental organization. Second, a
deficit of competencies in strategic planning was identified. Most private
kindergartens live in a mode of operational response, which hinders systemic
development. SRO standards have become a roadmap for them to build a long-
term strategy. Third, we observe an understanding among managers that
accreditation is a potential growth of trust from the parental community. In the
future, the SRO quality mark should be perceived as a guarantee of safety and a
high level of education.

Challenges and Implementation Perspectives



Despite the positive dynamics, the implementation of SRO standards is associated
with several challenges. A key one is the market’s readiness for transparency. Not
all participants are ready to demonstrate real financial and managerial processes.
The second challenge is the need for large-scale retraining of methodologists and
experts capable of conducting assessments substantively, based on observation
and interviews, rather than formally.
Perspectives for the project’s development are linked to the completion of the
pilot in August 2026 and subsequent scaling of the experience to the national
level. We plan to:
e Approve a register of accredited organizations integrated with the National
Educational Database (NEDB).
e Create a digital accreditation platform to minimize paper turnover and the

human factor.
Conclusion
The experience of developing and implementing SRO standards in private
preschool education in Kazakhstan demonstrates the effectiveness of a value-
oriented approach. We are moving away from the “supervisor control” paradigm
to a “professional partnership” paradigm. The values of preschool education - the
child’s well-being, harmonious development, safety, and happiness - cease to be
abstract concepts and are transformed into measurable quality criteria. The pilot
project in the Almaty region already shows that managers understand that self-
regulation can become a powerful driver for the industry’s development. By
August 2026, we expect to have a validated, functioning model that will become
the basis for increasing the competitiveness of Kazakhstan’s human capital,
starting from the most important stage - preschool childhood. Accreditation
through an SRO is not just about receiving a certificate.

It is a public commitment by the team to society to work honestly,
professionally, and with love for children. And it is these values that lie at the
heart of our common future.

Abstract. This article examines the professional competence of the
teaching staff as one of the key factors in improving the quality of preschool
education.

Furthermore, the article analyzes the factors influencing the formation and
development of teachers’ professional competence, the opportunities provided by
professional development systems, and the ways of effectively applying modern
educational technologies. The importance of collective reflection, experience
sharing, and the activities of methodological associations is substantiated. The
research results demonstrate that the systematic development of the professional
potential of the teaching staff contributes to increasing the competitiveness of
preschool institutions and to the sustainable improvement of educational quality.

Abstract. The article focuses on the issue of shaping traditional values
among preschool children in the context of the contemporary sociocultural
environment.Special attention is devoted to social actions as an effective
pedagogical tool in educational work within preschool educational organizations.
The educational potential of social actions in shaping preschool children’s value
orientations—such as respect for family, culture, labor, traditions, and socially
significant behavioral norms—is analyzed. The study substantiates the necessity
of integrating social actions into the educational process of preschool institutions
as a means of introducing children to traditional values in a multicultural
environment.

Keywords: preschool education, traditional values, social actions,
upbringing, multicultural space.

Introduction. The contemporary system of preschool education operates
under conditions of globalization, cultural diversity, and rapid social
transformation. Within this context, the formation of stable value orientations in
early childhood, ensuring the continuity of cultural traditions and successful
socialization, acquires particular significance.

Preschool age is a sensitive period for mastering basic moral norms, social
attitudes, and traditional values, which subsequently determine an individual’s
worldview and behavior. During this period, the foundations of respectful
attitudes toward family, native culture, language, labor, elders, and the
surrounding world are formed.

At the same time, the multicultural space of modern society requires
preschool education systems to search for new pedagogical forms and methods of
educational work that promote not only the preservation of traditional values but
also the development of tolerance, social responsibility, and civic identity. One
such effective tool is social actions, which possess significant educational
potential.

Theoretical Foundations of Forming Traditional Values in Preschool
Age.Traditional values are considered in scientific research as a set of spiritual,
moral, cultural, and social norms transmitted from generation to generation,
ensuring the stability of society. Core traditional values include family, respect



for elders, labor, mutual assistance, patriotism, cultural heritage, and moral
standards of behavior.

The formation of value orientations in preschool children occurs mainly
through emotionally rich forms of activity based on personal experience and joint
activities with adults and peers. In this context, practice-oriented forms of
educational work play a special role, enabling children not only to acquire values
cognitively but also to experience them in real social situations.The multicultural
space of a preschool educational organization, encompassing diverse cultures,
traditions, and languages, creates favorable conditions for fostering respect for
cultural diversity while preserving traditional values as the foundation of national
identity.

Social Actions as a Pedagogical Tool in Preschool Education. Social
actions in the preschool education system represent specially organized forms of
collective activity aimed at developing socially significant qualities, moral
attitudes, and value orientations in children. Unlike traditional forms of
educational work, social actions offer several pedagogical advantages:

- active participation of children, teachers, and parents;

- practical orientation and social significance;

- formation of emotional engagement and personal attitudes in children;

- connection between the educational process and real social environment.

I n preschool education, social actions are implemented in an adapted form,
taking into account children’s age and psychological characteristics. They may
include elements of play, creative activities, and joint events involving families
and the community.

Educational Potential of Social Actions in Forming Traditional Values.
Social actions possess significant potential in shaping traditional values among
preschool children. Through participation in such activities, children internalize
values not declaratively but through personal experience and emotional
involvement.

Participation in family-oriented actions fosters respect toward parents and
elders. Environmental and charitable actions cultivate values of care,
responsibility, and mutual assistance. Patriotic and cultural actions promote
children’s engagement with national traditions, history, and cultural heritage.
An important aspect is parental involvement in social actions, which ensures
continuity of educational influence and strengthens cooperation between families
and preschool institutions.

Conditions for Effective Implementation of Social Actions. The
effectiveness of social actions as a tool for forming traditional values depends on
several pedagogical conditions:



- systematic and purposeful implementation;

- alignment with children’s age characteristics;

- integration into the preschool educational program;

- active participation of teachers and parents;

- consideration of multicultural context and respect for cultural diversity.
Observance of these conditions allows social actions to be viewed not as isolated
events but as elements of a holistic educational system.

Empirical Study and Analysis of Results. To assess the effectiveness of
social actions in forming traditional values among preschool children, a
pedagogical study was conducted at a preschool educational organization
operating in a multicultural environment.

Participants included senior preschool children (aged 5-6), teachers, and
parents. The study followed a diagnostic and formative design and employed
pedagogical observation, analysis of children’s creative products, child
interviews, questionnaires for teachers and parents, and qualitative analysis of
participation in social actions.

Social actions aimed at traditional value formation were implemented, including
“My Family Is My Support,” “Week of Good Deeds,” “Respect for Elders,” and
“Preserving Traditions Together”during the formative stage.

Quantitative Analysis and Data Visualization. A comparative analysis of
traditional value formation levels before and after the implementation of social
actions was conducted using the following criteria: attitudes toward family
traditions, respect for elders, readiness for mutual assistance, interest in cultural
traditions, and participation in socially significant activities.

Three levels of traditional value formation were identified: low, medium, and

high.

Figure 1 illustrates the dynamics of traditional value formation levels in
preschool children before and after the implementation of social actions. The
diagram demonstrates a significant decrease in the proportion of children with a
low level and a steady increase in those with a high level of traditional values.

Discussion of Results. The analysis confirms positive dynamics in the
formation of traditional values. The most pronounced changes include an increase
in the proportion of children with a high level of value formation and a decrease
in the low-level group. Qualitative observations revealed increased interest in
family traditions, respect toward elders, proactive helping behavior, and more
conscious use of value-related vocabulary.

Conclusion. Thus, social actions in modern preschool education serve as
an effective tool for forming traditional values in preschool children. Their
educational potential lies in integrating educational processes with real social
practice, fostering stable value orientations and socially significant personal
qualities. Integrating social actions contributes to preserving and transmitting
traditional values in multicultural contexts.

Abstract. This article examines current issues related to the development
of financial literacy among preschool children in Kazakhstan. It is emphasized
that early formation of economic behavior in modern economic conditions
influences the stability of both the state and society. Based on Jean Piaget’s theory
of cognitive development and LS.Vygotsky’s sociocultural theory, the
possibilities and limitations of preschool children’s understanding of financial
concepts are analyzed.

The article explores the value system known as the “four jars system”,
which is characteristic of Jewish culture and demonstrates successful financial
socialization, and provides its comparative analysis with Kazakh cultural
traditions. Traditional altruism, intergenerational support, and the phenomenon of
hospitality in Kazakh society are described as cultural factors influencing
individual financial planning. The study substantiates the possibility of
introducing a new model of financial education adapted to preschool education
through the integration of effective elements from both cultures.
